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1 Introduction to OSCommerce

OsCommerce is an online shop e-commerce solution. It features "out-of-the-box"
installations that allow storeowners to set up and maintain online stores, with very
little effort. OSCommerce provides an open e-commerce platform by combining the
best in open-source solutions.

The open-source  aspect of OSCommerce allows you to be part of an online
community of people who share the same goal of improving your ability to get your
products to your customers in an efficient and easy manner, which will encourage
the customers to return again and again.

The interface of OSCommerce is easy to use. There are many features that are
available in OSCommerce, and can be accessed from the homepage. These
include:
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 Configuration

    Configuration has the following features:

· My Store - This is where you keep track of your store name, email address,
where you wish to send your email from, how you want your products sorted,
what currency you will accept in your store, etc.

· Logging - Allows you to log various activities that are related to your online
store.

· Caching - Lets you determine whether you will use the cache  features, and
set up a cache directory .

 Catalog

    Catalog has the following features:

· Contents -  Lets you determine what contents you will have in your
      online catalog, and how you will categorize them.
· Manufacturers - Allows you to keep track of the manufacturers of your
      products.

Customers

   Customers has the following features:

· Customers - Lets you keep track of your customers.
· Orders - This is where you are able to track your orders.

 Reports

     Reports has the following features:
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· Products - This rates and tracks products.
· Orders -  Lets you rate and track customer orders.

Modules

    Modules has the following features:

· Payment - Allows you to determine what methods of payment you will
accept credit card , check , Paypal , etc.

· Shipping - This is where you determine and list shipping charges and
arrangements.

 Locations/Taxes

   Locations/Taxes has the following features:

· Countries - Displays a list of all the countries where people can order your
product.

· Tax Zones - Allows you to keep track of local taxes in various locations
where your product is sold.
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Localization

   Localization has the following features:

· Currencies - Allows you to display what currencies you will accept and
determine the exchange rates.

· Languages - This is where you may determine what languages your site
will be available in.

 Tools

Tools has the following features:

· Backup - Your database can be backed up and managed with this tool.
· Banners- This tool allows you to place banners on your website.
· Files-  This tool will let you manage all of your files.

2 OSCommerce Configuration

The Configuration section of OSCommerce is where you are able to set up and
monitor your online store. There are many processes that you have access to
through the Configuration section. These include:

· My Store
· Minimum Values
· Maximum Values
· Images
· Customer Details
· Module Options
· Shipping/Packaging
· Product Listing
· Stock
· Logging
· Cache
· Email Options
· Downloads
· Gzip Compression
· Sessions
· Links

My Store
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The My Store  section allows you to determine and keep track of what will happen in
your store.  For instance, this is where you enter the Store Name  and Store Owner ,
as well as the main Email Address and Store Address and Phone .

You will also be able to determine and keep track of assorted functions such as the
Expected Sort Order , what will be the Default Language Currency , the
Default Search Operator , whether or not to show Category Counts ; among other
functions.

Each of the sections in the Configuration module can be edited . Editing is done by
clicking on the edit field in his section, and filling in your changes in the drop-down
box that appears.

       

Minimum Values
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In this section you may list and determine the minimum  values that can be given to
such fields as First Name , Last Name , Date of Birth , Email Address , Telephone
Number , Password , Credit Card Number , etc.

Maximum Values

This section is where you may enter and determine the maximum  values that can be
given to such fields as Address Book Entries , Search Results , Special  Products ,
Manufacturers List , News Reviews , Best Sellers , and Order History .

Images
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This is where you can determine and change the size and features of your images.

Customer Details

The Customer Details section allows you to track statistics about your customers
such as Gender , Date of Birth , Company , Suburb , and State .

Module
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In this section you will set up modules for the many different features of
OSCommerce, such as enable credit card functions , decide on default  currency ,
default language , determine how to do taxes , shipping and sub-totals .

Shipping/Packaging

This is where you will keep track of, and edit countries of origin , postal codes ,
maximum package weights , package tare weights , and the percentage of
increase for larger packages .

Product Listing
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The Product Listing section allows you to display and edit product images , product
manufacturer names , product models , weights , manufacturer filters , etc.

Stock

This section allows you to track stock levels ; to subtract stock levels , allow
checkouts , to mark a product as "out-of-stock" , and to stock at the re-order
level .

Logging

Logging lets you log your store page parse time , destination , and date format ,
display the  page parse time , and store database queries .
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Cache

This section lets you determine whether you will use the cache  function and create a
cache directory .

Email Options

Email Options lets you determine your email transport method , email linefeeds ,
use MIME HTML when sending emails , verify email addresses , and send emails .

Download

This section allows you to enable downloads , download by redirects , expiry
delay by days , and determine the maximum amount of downloads .

GZip Compression

If you wish to compress any files into GZip drives you may do so from this section.

Sessions

This is where you can set up session directories , force cookie use , check SSL
session ID's , check user agents , check IP addresses , prevent spider sessions ,
and recreate sessions .

Links

This section allows you to control click counts , link image width , to display link

images , to display link URL's , to display link titles , determine the link title
minimum length , determine the link URL minimum length , and to link  check
phrases , etc.

3 OSCommerce Catalog (Admin)

The Catalog section of OSCommerce is where you will set up and monitor the day-
to-day functions of your online catalog.  You will monitor the following functions from
this section:

· Categories/Products
· Products Attributes
· Manufacturers
· Reviews
· Specials
· Products Expected

Categories/Products

Categories/Products allows you to determine what categories you would like to place
your products under for selling and inventory purposes. There are also buttons for
adding a new category  and adding a new product .  Categories can also be edited,
deleted, and moved by clicking on the edit , delete , and move  buttons.

Products Attributes
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This section lets you determine various attributes for your products. Under the
Product Options  portion you may edit or delete product color , size, model ,
memory  or versions . You may also insert language preferences .

The Option Values portion lets you edit or delete  various options you make
available for your products. You may also set language preferences .

The Products Attributes  section is where you edit  and delete various attributes of
your products; when you click edit an update button appears, and you can update
the product name , option name , option value , value price , and prefix of your
products.
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Manufacturers

This section lets you edit  or delete  various manufacturers of your products.

Reviews

This section allows for customers to rate and give feedback about your products.

Specials
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This section allows you to add, delete , and edit  products that you wish to offer in
specials in your online store.

Products Expected

This section allows you to keep track of any products you expect to add to your
inventory in the future.

4 OSCommerce File Manager

 The OSCommerce File Manager  will allow you to manage the files needed to
successfully run your OSCommerce online store.

The File Manager lists the files in an onscreen Filing Cabinet  that will allow you to
click on each file. This allows you to control the content of your site quickly and
easily.

                         

Clicking on each file will allow you to manage it.

account.inc
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This section allows you to write an overview of the various products you are selling;
as well as manage your account information.

contact us.inc
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This is where you will be able to manage your Contact Us section of your site.

index.inc

This section lets you set up an Index  of your site; this will allow you to more easily
keep track of where your product content is on the site.
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login.inc
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This section will allow you to manage the content that you place in the Login  portion
of your site.
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password forgotten.inc

This section allows you to inform any customers about what to do if they have
forgotten their password.
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product reviews.inc

In this section you may set up parameters for customers to leave reviews of your
products.

product review write.inc

This section is where the text from the reviews is converted to HTML, so that it may
be placed on your site.
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shipping.inc

This section is where you set up the page for clients to enter shipping information.
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conditions.inc

This is where you will list your Conditions of Use  agreement for your customers.
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cookie usage.inc

This section will allow you to detect whether or not a customer's browser supports
cookies; as well as tell them how to enable cookies if it does not.
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info shopping cart.inc

This section will allow you to enter information about the various shopping carts you
use on your site.
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logoff.inc

You may enter the text for your log off message in this section.
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product info.inc

Allows you to enter information about any of the products that you are selling on your
site.
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product reviews info.inc

This section allows you to determine the method your customers will use for
reviewing products.

products new.inc

This section is where you enter the description, manufacturer and price of new
products on your site.
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5 OSCommerce Glossary

Banners -  Advertising on websites

Bcmath -   Arbitrary Precision Mathematics Function

Bug -  a flaw in design, coding, or manufacture of software, which causes all
or some portion, of a program to not perform as expected.

Cache- a fast storage buffer

CAD- Canadian dollar

Cookie - a text only string that gets entered into the memory of your browser

CSV- (Comma Delimited) data format in which each piece of data is separated
by a comma.

Ctype - (Contact Type Tracking System)  for programmatic implementation of
tracking file content by extension.

Curl - Curl is a command line tool for transferring files with URL syntax,
supporting FTP, FTPS, HTTP, HTTPS, GOPHER, TELNET, DICT, FILE and LDAP.

Data format - The structure of data. There are hundreds of formats, and every
application has many different variations.

Database back-up - Process of storing your data. The process of "backing up"
or the media you chose to store your backed up files organized collection of
information, characterized by the use of data fields.

Dba- Database Administration
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Default Search Operator -   a default search engine

DNS- Domain Name Registration

EUR- European Union Dollar

Exif - (Exchangeable Image File Format) a standard for storing
interchange information in image files.

Ftp- (File Transfer Protocol)  a method for
transferring computer data files over the Internet.

Gd- a domain expression for Grenada

Gmp- a free library for arbitrary precision arithmetic, operating on
signed integers, rational numbers, and floating point numbers. There is no
practical limit to the precision except the ones implied by the available
memory in the machine GMP runs on.

Gzip- (GNU zip) a compression utility designed to be a replacement for
compress.

HTTPS connection - (HyperText Transport Protocol Secure) The protocol for
accessing a secure Web server. Using HTTPS in the URL instead of HTTP
directs the message to a secure port number rather than the default Web port
number

Imap- (Internet Message Access Protocol) It is a method of accessing
electronic mail or bulletin board messages that are kept on a (possibly
shared) mail server

Ipayment - providers of credit and debit card-based payment processing
services to small merchants. The merchants they serve have traditionally
been underserved by larger payment processors due to the difficulty in
identifying, servicing and managing the risks associated with these
merchants.
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IP Address - (Internet Protocol address) the address of a computer attached to
an IP network (TCP/IP network).

ISO Code- International Organization for Standardization code for a country

Mcrypt - a replacement for the old crypt () package and crypt (1) command,
with extensions. It allows developers to use a wide range of encryption
functions, without making drastic changes to their code.

MIME- Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions.

NOCHEX-  an email payment system that enables its users to send and
receive money quickly, easily and securely over the Internet in a secure
environment to anyone with an email address in the UK

Non-Unix - Any other operating system that isn't Unix.

Parse- to analyze or break down into more easily processed components.

PayPal -  makes sending money as easy members can instantly and
securely send money to anyone in the U.S. with an email address.

Pcre- PCRE library is a set of functions that implement regular expression
pattern matching using the same syntax and semantics as Perl, with just a
few differences.

PHP- a free, open-source server-side scripting language.  PHP code
can be embedded in HTML.  PHP files usually have extensions like .php or.
php3.

Portal - Web "supersite" that provides a variety of services including Web
searching, news, white and yellow pages directories, free e-mail, discussion
groups, online shopping and links to other sites. Web portals are the Web
equivalent of the original online services such as CompuServe and AOL.

Posix - (Portable Operating System Interface for UNIX) a standard that defines
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the language interface between application programs and the Unix operating
system. Adherence to the standard ensures compatibility when programs are
moved from one Unix computer to another. POSIX is primarily composed of
features from Unix System V and BSD Unix.

PsiGate - the physical sciences information gateway of the UK Resource
Discovery Network (RDN). PSIgate provides access to high-quality Internet
resources in the following subject areas: astronomy, chemistry, earth
sciences, materials science, physics and the history and policy of science

PureSQL - PureSQL lets you write and run ad-hoc SQL queries against Microsoft
SQL Server.

Recursively - a function is a piece of programming language that's supposed
to complete a specific function.

SECPay- is a secure, online, real-time payment service provider, supporting
all major credit and debit cards with the (major) UK acquiring banks for
Visa, Mastercard, Switch, Solo, Delta, JCB, American Express and Diners
Club.

SSL Session ID - (Secure Sockets Layer) Protocol developed by Netscape to
provide encryption for commercial transactions data that should be protected
while traveling over the Internet, like credit card numbers.  SSL uses https
protocol.  Before using SSL in commerce, you'll also need to get is a
certificate from a Certificate Authority.

SMTP-- An acronym for Simple Mail Transfer Protocol, SMTP is the protocol
used for routing e-mail across the Internet.

Sockets - In UNIX and some other operating systems, a software object that
connects an application to a network protocol.

Sort field - A field or fields in a record that dictate the sequence of the
file.

Sort order - This tool sorts the values for the Categories property in a
workspace into alphabetical order. The order of these values determines the
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order in which the category list is displayed when a user categorizes a
document.

Spider Sessions - An automated software that retrieves webpages and follows
the hyperlinks contained in them. Used to generate indexes used by search
engines.

SSI-  (Server-Side Includes)  Instructs the server to include some dynamic
information in a Web page before it is sent to a client.  This dynamic
information could be current date, an opinion poll, etc.  Many hosts require
that SSI pages have .shtml extension to reduce the load on servers by not
having to parse non-SSI pages.

TCP/IP-  (Transmission Control Protocol/Internet Protocol). This protocol
suite is the de facto standard for the today's Internet. TCP is a
higher-level protocol that runs on top of the IP protocol.

Transaction key - a gateway-generated, random alphanumeric string that is
one of the inputs to the fingerprint-generating function. The transaction key is a
unique value that is exchanged between the gateway and the merchant.

USD- United States Dollar

Value- The content of a field or variable. It can refer to alphabetic as
well as numeric data.

VAT- (Value Added Tax) a tax that is required to be paid by customers that
live in the European Union.

Wddx - (Web Distributed Data Exchange) is an XML -based technology that
facilitates complex-data exchange between Web programming languages.

Xml-  (Extensible Markup Language)  A meta-language, abbreviated version of
SGML, used to specify other document types used on the Web.  Accepted as a
format in 1998 to replace dependence on HTML extensions.  MSIE 5.5 and
Netscape 6 both support XML.
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Xslt - (Extensible Style Language Transformation)  the language used in XSL
style sheets to transform XML documents into other XML documents.

Zlib - is designed to be a free, general-purpose, legally unencumbered --
that is, not covered by any patents -- lossless data-compression library for
use on virtually any computer hardware and operating system.

Payment Modules

The Payment Modules allow you to install different payment options such as

By clicking on the name
of each form of payment you may edit the information relevant to it.

Shipping

The Customers  module has fields that allow you keep track of all relevant
information on your customers, such as Last Name , First Name , and the date the
account was created .

Editing of the customers records can be done by clicking on the Edit  button, this will
display the following page:
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You may also delete  customers, by clicking on the delete button.

Clicking on the Email button allows you to send email to customers.
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Orders

The orders section allows you to monitor and track your customer's orders.

9 OSCommerce Localization

The localization section is where you may customize you online store to make it
more adaptable to the localities in which you are doing business. There are sections
for the following:

· Currencies
· Languages
· Order Status

Currencies
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This allows you to update currency exchange rates by clicking the update
currencies button. Currencies are updated via oanda .

Clicking the new currency  button adds new currencies to the list. Clicking the button
will open a new box where you will add the necessary values for the currency.

You may also edit  and delete  the currencies in your list by clicking on the edit and
delete  buttons.

Languages

The Languages section is where you may set up your store in various languages.

To add a new language click on the new language button; a box will appear asking
for the relevant information on the language.

You may also edit and delete countries from the list, as well as information about
each country. To do so, click on the edit and delete buttons.

Orders Status

This section allows you to track the status of your orders; which ones are being
processed , and which ones have been delivered .

10 OSCommerce Reports

The OSCommerce Reports section allows you to both keep track of, and develop
detailed reports on, products and the customers that purchase them. It is a simple
way to keep track of your market. It contains fields for reports on the following:

· Products Viewed
· Products Purchased
· Customer Orders-Total

Products Viewed
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This section is where you may keep track of what products have been viewed , in
what language  they have been viewed, and how many times they have been
viewed.

Products Purchased

This section allows you to keep track of what products were purchased and in what
quantities .

Orders- Total
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This section lets you display what was purchased in each order and the quantities in
which they were purchased.

11 OSCommerce Style Sheet

The Style Sheet Manager is where you can coordinate the different fonts you wish
to use for different areas of your site.

.boxText

This section controls the style  of the font  in the side boxes . It will not affect any
hyperlinks or box headings.
s controls the style of the font in the side

.checkoutBarCurrent

The style for the current step in the checkout progress bar at the bottom of the
checkout page is set here; it controls the font-family , font-size , and color .

.checkoutBarFrom, .checkoutBarTo

This sets the style for the steps prior to and after the current checkout steps in the
checkout bar at the bottom of the checkout pages; controls font-family , size and
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color  of the checkout bar steps.

.errorBox

This controls the style of the error box, which is displayed when there is an error in
the checkout process. It controls the font family , size, and weight ; as well as
background .

.infoBox

Background colors  of the info boxes  are specified in this section. These are all the
side boxes and the new products  box on the main page.

.infoBoxContents

The styles for the actual contents of the information boxes are specified here, the
colors  and styles  can be changed from this section, as well as the font family , size
and background .
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.infoboxNotice

This section allows you to set and change the background  on the information box
notice.

.infoBoxNoticeContents

The background , font-family , and font-size  may be changed in this section.

.inputRequirements

The font-family  and size as well as the font color  may be changed in this section.

.linkListing-Heading

This section allows you to edit the font-family , size, and weight . It also allows you
to change the background and color , as well as align the text .
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.messageBox

The font-family and font-size  in the message box may be changed in this section.

.messageStackError ,  .messageStackWarning

This section is where you may edit the font-family  and size and the background-
color  for the Stack Error  and Stack Warning  sections.

.messageStackSuccess

Changes may be made to Stack Success  font-family and size in this section.

.moduleRowOver

This section allows you to control the mouse over color of rows in modules during
the checkout process. You may edit both the cursors  and the background color .

.moduleRowSelected

This section allows you to control the selection of colors of rows  in the modules
during the checkout process.

.orderEdit

In this section you may control the style of the Edit text on the checkout
confirmation page. You may also change the font-family , font-size , and color ; as
well as the text-decoration .

.productListing-Heading

Changes may be made to the product listing and headings in this section; changes
may be made to the color , background , font-family , size and weight .
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.productsNotifications

This section controls the table style  for product notifications  on the checkout
success process.

.stockWarning

The stock warning  properties may be edited in this section, these properties
include, text , font-family , size  and color .

A

This section controls the style of all the hyperlinks , color , borders , images , etc.

A.HeaderNavigation

This section controls the color of the links  in the header navigation bar , including
the breadcrumb  and navigation  links.
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A.HeaderNavigation:hover

The hover colors of the links are controlled in this section; these links are in the
header navigation bar  and include the breadcrumb  and site navigation  links.

A.pageResults

This section controls the color of the page results.

A.pageResults:hover

This section allows you to control the background and color  of the page results.

A:hover

This element controls the hover style of all hyperlinks  in OSCommerce color , style ,
borders , image , etc.
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Body

This section allows you to control styles of the OSCommerce body . You may change
backgrounds , colors , images , margins , the width  of the catalog ; as well as the
main font , color  and texts .

CheckBox, Input, Radio, Select Controls

This section controls the CheckBox , Input , Radio , and Select  Controls for all
OSCommerce settings. You may control background , color , size, and font .

SPAN.error test

You may control the font-family  and color  for the Span.error test in this section.

SPAN.greetUser

This section controls the style of the username  in the greeting  on the main page.
The font-family , size, weight , and color  may be edited.

SPAN.markProductOutOfStock

This section is where you may control the font style  (color , size, weight , and
family ) of the "Out of Stock" marker that shows up in the shopping cart display next
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to the out of stock product.

SPAN.newItemInCart

The "New Item in Cart"  section is controlled here; this is for any new item put in the
cart. The newest  item in the cart will be highlighted .

SPAN.productSpecialPrice

This section controls the style of the "special price " text; it controls both the font -
family and color .

TABLE.formArea

This controls the style of tables in forms, such as the "My Account"  form. This
specifies background color , border , images  etc.
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TABLE.linkListing

The controls for the link listings are in this section. You may edit the border ,
border style , color  and spacing .

TABLE.productListing

This section is where you control the borders  of the product tables ; including
border style , color , spacing , as well as border size .

TD.accountCategory

You may control the font-family , size and color of the account category  portion of
OSCommerce in this section.

TD.fieldkey

This section allows you to edit the font-family , size, and weight in various fields.
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TD.fieldValue

This section is where you may change the font-family , size, and weight  in field
values  on OSCommerce.

TD.footer

You may edit the styles  of the footer bar  at the bottom of the page from this section.
It controls the font-family , size, and weight ; as well as the color .

TD.formAreaTitle

This section controls the styles of form title text  on the user account  pages. You
may control the font-family , size , and weight .

TD.headerError
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You may edit the style of the header error  messages (default is set to red at the top
of the cart) from this section. You may also edit the background , font-family , size ,
weight , background , text-alignment , and color  of the header  error .

TD.headerInfo

This section allows you to control header info messages  (the default is green at the
top of the cart). You may edit color , background , text-alignment , font-family , size,
and weight .

TD.headerNavigation

The style of the header navigation text  and background  may be changed from this
section. You may edit the background , color , font-family , size, and weight .
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TD.infoBox, SPAN.infoBox

This section allows you to edit the font-family and size for the TD and SPAN
information boxes .

TD.InfoBoxHeading

This controls the style of all the headings in the side boxes  and new products  box .
You may change the color , background image , and font-family , size and weight .

TD.linklisting-data

This section allows you to edit the border-right and bottom , the font-family and
size, and also the padding .
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TD.Main, P.Main

This section controls the style of the main text areas  in OSCommerce, the default
page, product text and info  pages. You may edit the font-family , size  and line
height.

TD.pageHeading, DIV.pageHeading

This section controls the style of every page heading. You may edit the font-family ,
size, and weight , as well as color .

TD.productListing-data

This section controls the style of product listing data  on the product listing  pages.
You may edit the font-family  and size.
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TD.smallText, SPAN.smallText, P.smallText

This controls the styles  of small text . This is the text found in the copyright  notice ,
category links , product names  and prices  etc. You may edit font-family  and size.

TD.subBar

This section allows you to edit the font-family  and size in the sub-bar  portion of
OSCommerce.

TD.tableHeading

This section controls the style of the headings  in the shopping cart . You may edit
the font family , size, and width .

Database Backup

The Database Backup Manager  allows you to backup your businesses files.
Clicking on the backup button will open a smaller box that offers you the choice of
No Compression (pure SQL) , GZip, and Download Only . It is recommended that
Download Only  be done only through a HTTPS connection.

Clicking on the restore  button opens up a box that lets you browse your files and
back them up by clicking the restore button in the box. However, the file that you
select must be a raw sql  file.

Banner Manager
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The Banner Manager is where you may design and set banners for your store. To
add a new banner, click on the new banner  button and the following page appears:

When using the Banner Manager it is really important to pay attention to the following
notes (these are also found on the bottom of the Banner Manager page).
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Banner Notes:

· Use an image or HTML test for the banner- not both .
· HTML text has priority over an image.

Image Notes:

· Uploading directories must have proper user (write) permissions setup.
· Do not fill out the Save To field if you are not uploading an image to the

webserver  (for example, if you are using a local –serverside-image)
· The Save To field must be an existing directory with an ending slash (eg,

banners/).

Expiry Notes:

· Only one of the two  fields should be submitted.
· If the banner is not  to expire automatically, then leave these fields blank.

Schedule Notes:

· If a schedule is set, the banner will be activated on that date.
· All scheduled banners are marked as deactive until their date has arrived, to

which they will then be marked active .

Once you have followed all these directions carefully, click insert  and the banner will
be added.  You may also edit and delete banners, by clicking on the edit and delete
buttons.

Cache Control

The Cache Control has cache controls for a Categories Box , a Manufacturers
Box , an Also Purchased Module , and a temporary Cache Directory .

Newsletter Manager

The Newsletter Manager is where you keep track of, and write newsletters. To write
a newsletter, click on the new newsletter button and the following page will appear,
allowing you to compose a new newsletter.
